=== T_' How can we ease the 9th grade transition into high school?

Whether your student is going to a public or private high school, all have some of the same
sense of excitement and concerns. They all seem eager to attend a bigger school that offers
more classes and variety of clubs. At the same time, they are anxious about the fact that they
know their high school teachers will be expecting them to step up and take more responsibility.
This is why as a parents and educators we need to continue to encourage self-advocacy in our
kids (see Jan.’s Ramtracks article).

Many 8™ graders are looking forward to meeting new friends and are eager to join in
activities that will lead to this end. Others are filled with trepidation about the thought of losing
some of their long-term school friends. Will | be able to fit in? Which team can | join? These are
some of the questions at both ends of the spectrum for our departing 8" graders at Ralston.
Make it easy for your student to seek out new friends as most 9™ graders are very open to
making new acquaintances. The competitive, try-out aspect of high school sports might be
daunting for some students, but they should be encouraged to give it a go, if they like a
particular sport.

The new freedom that high school offers our middle school students, also offers something
that requires a little forethought. Allowing students more freedom is a normal and a positive sign
of growth. However, some students will not have the maturity to handle it and self restrict. This
means a parent might still need to occasionally check the head set to make certain their student
is actually doing homework and listening to music, instead of chatting to friends through their
smart phone or iPod.

Will | be able to do the academic work required in high school? This another question 8"
graders are currently pondering. They will be able to do so if they have progressed through
middle school in reasonably good academic shape. A few things students can do to improve
their chances of doing well in high school are to view the high school web site and read the
book(s) on the summer reading list. Students who have struggled in middle school can enroll in
a program called “Compass” where the student can earn a high school credit and get
accustomed to the new high school environment before Fall classes. Attending the selected
high school’s Spring sports events or musical plays might be another way for an 8" grader to
become more familiar with his/her new environment.

These are just a few suggestions and ideas to make another of life’s transitions for your son
or daughter a little easier.
